The grapes for the 1994 Cabernet came primarily from
Rutherford and the Stag’s Leap Districts. A blend of 85
percent Cabernet Sauvignon, 10 percent Cabernet Franc and
5 percent Merlot gave this wine wonderful great flavor
intensity. This wine was aged in French Oak for nearly three

years.

Winemaker’s Notes:

This 1994 vintage proved an exceptional year for

Bordeaux varietals in the Napa Valley. This Cabernet is
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no exception. The wine is deep, rich and intensely
aromatic. Lush black cherry and cassis flavors combine
with cedar notes and mild tannins. Well-balanced, and

complex, it is best to enjoy this wine now.
